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ENFORCEMENT OF PUBLIC NUISANCES

The Minnehaha County public nuisance ordinance
addresses abandoned property, vermin, burning,
dead animals, garbage and waste material. This
summer the County Commission declared two
properties to be public nuisances and directed the
Planning Department to proceed with abatement
of the violations. Each of the property owners had
been given warnings and allowed a generous
amount of time to bring their property into
compliance.

One property was located in the community of
Corson and the other on an acreage fronting Hwy
131, a few miles from EROS. Planner Ryan Streff
arranged for the the contractors and managed
each site. The Corson property was cleaned in one
day but it took five days to remove all of the
materials from the rural acreage. The cost of the
project is assessed to the property owner and is
owed as part of next year’s taxes. Cost for the one
day clean up was about $5,000 while the other
project totaled over $13,000.

There is no record of how Pumpkin Center got it's _
name. A country general store known as Wellington Mt
Corner was constructed in 1921 at the junction of what

are today State Highways 19 and 42. The unimproved

road adjacent to the store was on the tourist route for

easterners going to Yellowstone National Park.

In 1926 the wagon trail in front of the store was
designated as U.S. Highway 16. In 1931 concrete
paving begin - a five mile stretch of Highway 16 on .
either side of the store. By that time the store had come |
to be known as Pumpkin Center. A party was held to
celebrate the opening of the highway, attended by
Federal G-men to ensure Prohibition was upheld.

As traffic increased, the general store added a filling
station, a repair shop, a car dealership and a body shop.
A local gathering spot, Pumpkin Center sponsored its
own baseball team the “River Rats”in the 1930s. During
WWII the store was a Red Cross service station.
Gradually the related businesses closed and the general
store ceased operation in 1993.
